Full day guided excursion through the plains of La Camargue in the
Delta of the Rhône River where you will see its white horses, bulls and
flamingos. Taste local specialties such as the Fougasse d’Aigues Morte
and Saucisson d’Arles.
In Aigues Morte, capital of La Camargue, walk around the ramparts and
inside the “salins” (salt basins).
