Day 01:  Wednesday, October 1, 2025
Evening departure with a private coach from West Chester to arrive at Newark airport to
take your flight to Dubrovnik, Croatia.

DAY 02:  Thursday, October 2, 2025  – ARRIVAL CROATIA
Turkish Airlines flight # TK30 to Istanbul connects with TK 439 going to Dubrovnik. 
Meet your tour leader on arrival to go to your hotel in the little town of Cavtat, a few miles
outside of Dubrovnik. Check in for 3 nights.

DAY 03: Friday, October 3, 2025 – CAVTAT & DUBROVNIK (B)
Your guide will take you through the little town of Calvat and through the Old town of
Dubrovnik.  After the tour you will have free time to walk along the city or take the cable
car to the top of Mount Srđ for a panoramic view. 

DAY 04: Saturday, October 4, 2025 – BAY OF KOTOR TOUR (Montenegro) (B)
Morning departure to Montenegro for an excursion to the magnificent Bay of Kotor. 
Our first stop is Perast, an old Baroque town; we’ll stop at the tiny manmade churched 
islet called ‘’Gospa od Škrpjela’’ (Our Lady of Rocks). We continue to Kotor, a UNESCO
World Heritage site well-known for its nautical tradition and the famous merchant navy of
the Bay of Kotor. Our next stop before returning to Calvat will be Porto Montenegro, a
beautiful, modern, deluxe mega-yachts marina and a resort for the “rich & famous”. 

DAY 05: Sunday, October 5, 2025 STON – PELJEŠAC – SPLIT (B, L)
Morning departure by coach to go to Split. Arrival in Ston, a walled city. For the last 4000
years, Ston has played a key role in salt distribution across Europe. Continue to Pelješac for
a wine tasting and lunch at the Bartulovic family winery. Continue to Split for 2 nights. 

DAY 06: Monday, October 6, 2025 – SPLIT (B)
Guided walking tour of Split, the second largest urban center in Croatia and the seat of the
Split - Dalmatia County, famous for the Roman Diocletian Palace. Over 1700 years old, it
was built as a Palace of the Roman emperor Diocletian. Visit the Temple of Mars
Cathedral. 

DAY 07: Tuesday, October 7, 2025 – SPLIT – ŠIBENIK – ZADAR (B) 
Departure to Šibenik. Guided tour on arrival walking through narrow streets and attractive
squares, passing the St Francis church and monastery, the Theater house, and the Cathedral
of St Jacob a Gothic and Renaissance style cathedral.

DAY 08: Wednesday, October 8, 2025 – PLITVICE LAKES – OPATIJA (B, L)
 Leave the beautiful Dalmatian coast and drive inland to the world-famous Plitvice Lakes
National Park. Guided walking tour on arrival to discover the breathtaking beauty of the
park. After the tour, lunch is included at the restaurant. “Degenija”. In the afternoon,
continue to Opatija, a small town situated on the picturesque Kvarner Bay. Check-in at your
hotel for 3 nights.

Day 09: Thursday, October 9, 2025 – OPATIJA: ISTRIA TOUR (B, L)
Tour the Istria peninsula known as the “Croatian Tuscany” a paradise for food especially
with its olives, truffles and wines. First stop is in the little town of Hum - officially the
smallest town in the world. After Hum, we will visit the Istrian medieval town of Motovun-
Montona. Lunch at Konoba Mondo restaurant (3 course menu, drinks not included). After
lunch, leave for Rovinj where you can walk along the seafront and visit the imposing Church
of St. Euphemia and the grand Balbi’s Arch. 

Day 10: Friday, October 10, 2025 – OPATIJA (B) 
Entire day at leisure for rest and recreation. 

Day 11: Saturday, October 11, 2025 OPATIJA – ZAGREB (B)
Departure for Zagreb. Guided walking tour of the capital on arrival then check-in at the
hotel for one night. Afternoon at leisure.

Day 12: Sunday, October 12, 2025 – RETURN TO USA
Transfer to Zagreb airport for your flight back home. Turkish Airline flight TK# 1058
leaves Zagreb to Istanbul and connects with flight TK#29 to Newark.
On arrival, transfer back to West Chester with a private coach.
